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	A song usually uses figurative language in order to make beautiful lyrics. Hence, some people might have misunderstandings toward the intended meaning when they do not know the meaning of the lyrics. Therefore, this research analyzed the figurative language used on Adele’s song. The aims of this research were to identify the types of figurative languages found on Adele’s song lyrics and to find out the listener’s emotion toward figurative languages used on Adele’s song. The design of this research was descriptive qualitative research. The research instruments used in this research were the researcher herself and interview. The data in this research was the song lyrics of “Make you feel my love”, “All I ask”, “When we were young”, and “Water under the bridge”. To collect the data, the lyrics were written down while listened to the song frequently. Griffith and Perrine’s theories were used to analyze the data and did an interview about listeners’ emotion related to the analysis of the use of figurative language on the song used Juslin’s theory. The result, there were eighteen figurative languages applied in the songs and the listener’s emotion evoked by the lyrics mostly belong to subjective feeling according to Juslin’s theory.
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1. Introduction
 Human as a social being, needs a language to communicate and build a relationship with others.  According to Tarigan (1984) in Affifatusholihah, L. & Setyawan, A.H, (2016), a good communication is needed for everyone in interaction with others in order to make the communication run well and effectively because it can avoid misunderstanding and misinterpret between the speaker and the hearer. A song is kind of media to communicate between the singer and the listener. Actually, a song is a part of literature. According to (Meyer), literature is a term that used to explain written texts marked by careful use of language, including features such as creative metaphors, well-turned phrases, elegant syntax, rhyme, alliteration, which are aesthetical to read and are deliberately somewhat open in interpretation. Nowadays songs can be applied as the materials in English language teaching. Besides can encourage a student in the class, it also can be the way to get inspiration, motivation and to get a new living experience through the song being listen. According to Schoepp (2001) in Izzah & Sukrisno (2017) songs can create a relaxing, entertaining and non-threatening classroom atmosphere in which the anxiety filter of learners will be made and they will be more open to learn in this regard. 

The lyrics of a song usually have different meaning and description of real life that are entered by the composers. However, some people still get misunderstanding because they only focus on the conceptual meaning of the words, rather than what the singer means. In the linguistics field, the study of word meanings in conceptual is called semantics. According to Kreidler (1998), semantics is the systematic study of meaning, and linguistic semantics is the study of how language organizes and express meaning. Related to the study of meaning, there are two kinds of meaning, literal meaning and figurative language. 

This research took a study of meaning and was aimed to identify the types of figurative languages found in Adele’s song lyrics and to find out the listener’s emotion toward figurative languages used on Adele’s song. Adele’s song was chosen because her songs are always in the top chart billboard 100 in the US, which means most people love her song. This research was focused on the songs in album 25 which ended 2016 on top, becoming the bestselling album of the year, McIntyre (2017). In other hand, it was conducted previously research towards college students around Yogyakarta and Magelang in the form of an online questionnaire to gain their understanding of the meaning of the songs. There were 55 participants given to some questions about figurative language on Adele’s song. The result was only 28% of participants that answer correctly. It means that most participants did not know the intended meaning of the song lyrics. Hence, the problems to be analyzed were focused on the following questions: (1) What types of figurative languages used on Adele’s song lyrics? (2) How is the listener’s emotion towards figurative language on Adele’s song?
This research used the theory from Griffiths (2006), figurative language is as an explicator, interpretation that involves treating one or more words as if they had meanings different from their literal ones. Griffiths divided figurative language into four kinds: irony, metonymy, metaphor, and simile. In addition, it also used the theory from other linguists, Perrine (1992) in Budiarti (2017), a figure of speech is anything to say other than the extraordinary way. Perrine classified figures of speech into 12 types: simile, metaphor, personification, apostrophe, synecdoche, metonymy, symbol, allegory, paradox, hyperbole, understatement, and irony.  The theory from Juslin, Liljeström, Västfjäll, Barradas, & Silva (2008) was used to analyze the listeners’ emotion as in the component:
a)
Cognitive appraisal (e.g., appraise a situation as dangerous).

b)
Subjective feeling (e.g., feel afraid, happy, sad).

c)
Physiological response (e.g., your heart starts to beat faster, headache)

d)
Expression (e.g., shout, cry, laugh), 

e)
Action tendency (e.g., you want to run away, throw away something, suicide).

f)
Regulation (e.g., you calm yourself, meditation).
Many previous studies investigating the semantics study, especially in analyzing figurative language. The first, “Analysis of Figurative Language on Song Lyrics Provided in “Pathway To English” Textbook Published by Erlangga for Eleventh Grades of Senior High School”, by Agustina Budiarti (2017). It took the same topic, but the differences were on the object and objectives. The next of previous study was entitled, “Semantic Analysis of Figurative Language Expressions in “Feature” of The Jakarta Post”, Rohani & Arsyad (2019). It also had the same topic about figurative language. The differences were the objectives and the theory used. They used Leech’s theory, and this research used the theory from Griffith and Perrine.
. Based on the research background, this research discussed about the meaning of the selected lyrics of Adele’s song in order to get understanding to the song listeners and to find out the emotion evoked by listen to the related lyrics using semantic analysis entitled “Semantic Analysis of Figurative Language on Adele’s Song Towards Listeners’ Emotion”. 
2. Method
The research design used in this research is a descriptive qualitative method. According to Moleong (2010: 4) in Setiawati (2018), the qualitative method is used as a research technique that obtains a description of the words and the performance of people that can be observed. Creswell (1998), said that qualitative research is an inquiry process of understanding based on distinct methodological traditions of inquiry that explore a social or human issue.

The data sources of the research were the text of the lyrics on Adele’s song, as follows:

The data was obtained from the lyrics of Adele’s song. The songs were selected by considering the most popular song among all Adele’s song while looked for information about the most amount selling of Adele’s album. Then the songs were downloaded from YouTube and were listened to those songs frequently. down the lyrics of the song. The lyrics were checked related songs to validate the data in Lyrics.com.

For gaining the data about listeners’ emotion, an interview was conducted to three participants. They were chosen based on the result of the preliminary study that identified those three participants are the person who really obsessed with Adele. They know more about the song meaning based on the questions given. The interview belongs to structured interview since there are some procedures to collect the data. The first step, prepared the blueprint and the second, transcripted the result of the interview.

After collecting the data, many steps were done to analyze the data. Firstly, read the lyrics while listening to its song. Secondly, found out the lyrics meaning one by one. Thirdly, the word that contains figurative languages were categorized based on the theory used. To analyze the first research question, the sentences that contain each figurative languages were underlined. After that, classified the data according to the theory and divided them from one kind of figurative language to another. Finally, analyzed the data based on the theories from Griffith and Perrine, and then drew a conclusion about the result. Then for analyzed about listeners’ emotion, the result of the interview was classified as the component of Juslin’s theory.
3. Findings and discussion
After analyzed the data, there were many figurative languages applied in Adele’s song lyrics. The most finding is on the song entitled “Make you feel my love” that is seven types. Total eighteen (18) figurative languages were found in this research, as in the table:

The findings described that the emotion related to figurative language applied in Adele’s song lyrics evoked different emotion towards all participants. They felt sad, happy, fear, depressed, frustrated, hopeless, when they listened to each Adele’s song lyric that contained figurative languages. Thus, according to Juslin, most of emotion evoke was categorized as a subjective feeling since it was the most finding when the interview was conducted to the participants.
This case can be said that the theme and the mood evoked do not directly proportional. Thus, the mood evoked by listening to music was also influenced by the listener’s perception and thought. Lastly, listening to every kind of song can be a way to help students’ learning activity because the mood evoked, will not disturb the student concentration and motivation. It was supported by Weisskoff (1981), as cited in Eady and Wilson (2004) on (Israel, 2017), stated that music influences learning in core subjects and helps to achieve the core goals of learning. In his research, he compared two learning situations, learning in language arts with music and without music, with his focus being on task performance and continuing motivation.
Thus, learning a language through lyrics in the target language could motivate students because they defined who they were through their own culture, and through the music that they enjoyed. Through music as a teaching methodology, students were further exposed to foreign language and culture, making the learning experience far more integrated than perceived. Lastly, it was believed that music and language should be often used in the teaching of English as a Foreign Language because song introduces the repetition of words and phrases, and such repetition enables the brain to remember learned content.
4. Conclusion

There were eight kinds of figurative languages found in four Adele’s songs, metaphor, hyperbole, personification, symbol, synecdoche, paradox, simile, and metonymy. The use of the contextual meaning in this research opened up all the meanings and all the purposes from four Adele’s song lyrics. Hence, the use of figurative language now can be better to be understood. Related to the listeners’ emotion, this research found that every single lyric had a different impact on the listener’s mood. The data found that the emotions evoked by listened related song lyrics, were sad, happy, fear, afraid, disappointed, and hopeless. However, listening to a song can make us feel sadder or happier. Thus, the songs cannot ensure that happy song will lead us to a happy feeling, otherwise, a sad song can only lead us to a sad feeling. Therefore, it can be connected in a teaching-learning process that using a sad or happy song still can help students’ learning activity.
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
