
 

 

 

 

 

  



 

 

 

This research aims to determine the relationship between optimism and future 
orientation among final-year students at Mercu Buana University Yogyakarta. The 
proposed hypothesis is that there is a positive relationship between optimism and 
future orientation among final-year students at Mercu Buana University 
Yogyakarta. The study subjects consisted of 102 students. The subjects were 
selected using purposive sampling techniques with characteristics of senior 
students at University Mercu Buana Yogyakarta. The data collection method 
utilized optimism and future orientation scales developed by the researchers. The 
data analysis technique used was product-moment correlation analysis. Based on 
the data analysis results, a correlation coefficient (rxy) of 0.820 was obtained with 
p = 0.000 (p < 0.050). This means there is a relationship between optimism and 
future orientation among final-year students at Mercu Buana University 
Yogyakarta. This indicates that the hypothesis in this study is accepted. The 
obtained determination coefficient (R2) of 0.673 indicates that the optimism 
variable contributes 67.3% to the future orientation variable, with the remaining 
32.7% influenced by other variables not the focus of this research. 
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
