	Parenting style is one of the usual events happening in daily life. It reflects on how parents treat their children in order to help them grow. Parents’ distinctive way of nurturing children have effects on the children’s mental and behavior. This research analyzed the differences of parenting styles between Coraline’s real mother and the other mother in Neil Gaiman’s “Coraline”. It was because Coraline met two different treatment from her real mother and the other mother. Then, this research wanted to find out the types of parenting style which were used by the two mothers. The descriptive-qualitative method was used and merely focused on the analysis of textual data. There were two kinds of data in this research which were primary data and secondary data. The source of the main data was taken from the novel entitled Coraline written by Neil Gaiman. The primary data were in the form of description of utterances, dialogues used among the characters, words, phrases, and also sentences. The secondary data were taken from the other sources in the form of books, articles, dictionaries, and sites which are related to the study. The data were collected through some steps, they are reading, identifying, inventorying, classifying, selecting, and reporting. Data analysis was based on Creswell (1998) data analysis spiral. Data analysis was done through organization, data understanding, identifying and classifying, then integrating and summarizing. The result of data analyzing shown in a descriptive way. Coraline’s real mother was portrayed as ambitious and less attentive but she was also responsible, caring, and supportive. Meanwhile, the beldam was pictured as an frightful, untruthful, controlling, and manipulative character. Coraline’s real mother had authoritative and neglectful parenting styles. The other mother presented authoritarian parenting style. Coraline’s personality when she was raised by her real mother were independent and socially accepted however she often felt to have lower self-esteem. But when she was with the beldam, Coraline become aggressive and a liar.  
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1. Introduction

Parenting has characteristics of warmth and associates with positive behavioral (such as independence and creativity) also social outcomes (such as leadership skills and respect for authority) in a child’s development (Gonzalez, 2017). There are three kinds of parenting styles which are known all around the world. The most popular theory is Baumrind’s about parenting style. She classifies parenting styles according to parents’ demandingness and responsiveness toward their children. The types of parenting styles are authoritarian, authoritative, and permissive.

In short, Baumrind’s theory about parenting style shows differences for each type. First, authoritarian parenting style consists of high demandingness in several developmental areas and low responsiveness. It means that authoritarian parents give so much pressure and expectation but low in giving motivation, affection, and warmth to their children. Second, authoritative parents represent the high in demandingness, but also high in responsiveness parents toward their children. Third, permissive parenting style is defined by low demandingness and high responsiveness.

So much impact can be suffered by the children by the way their parents nurture them. Parenting style shows on how parents treat their children in order to help them grow. Every parents has their own distinctive way of nurturing their children, but not all parents understand the way they manage themselves to raise their children may affect children’s mental and behavior. Nelson et al. (2011) discovers that children with the most negative outcomes with the lowest levels of parent–child closeness and self-worth. The highest levels of depression, anxiety, and impulsivity comes from mother and fathers who identified with a controlling-indulgent parenting style. Then, it is known that permissive parents have minimal expectations and involvement with their child, while controlling (authoritarian) parenting often hold opposite expectations.

Parenting style are the part of human social life and relationship where it is one of the most exciting themes to be discussed in literature. Literary works can be in form of prose, poetry, and drama. They reflect human life and describe mind and soul through the characters found in the work. Mandell (2004) states that narrative story such as novel has the power to show the characters and settings in depth and realistic way.

One of many literary authors is Neil Gaiman. Good Omen, Neverwhere, American Gods, Anansi Boys, Coraline and The Graveyard Book are the example of Gaiman’s works since he is a lover of the fantastic and primordial things. In this research, the novel made by Gaiman titled “Coraline” is chosen as the object. This novel tells about a girl who just moved in into her new flat with her small family. At first, she has a very ordinary life but then some peculiar things happened to her. She found a small door which led her to another world she never imagines before. There, she met her other mother whose treatment to her was really different from her real mother. 

From this novel, we can see 2 different types of parenting style given to Coraline from both of her mothers and it also gives significant effects to Coraline behavior towards the hard condition she has in her life based on the novel. Parenting style is important to be analyzed because it can be found in real life and it may wider the parents’ knowledge on how to raise their children well. Based on the explanation above, theis study analyzes the differences between Coraline’s two mothers parenting styles from Neil Gaiman’s “Coraline”.
2. Method

2.1 
Object of the Study

The object of the study is a novel entitled Coraline written by Neil Gaiman. This book was first published in 2002 by Bloomsbury (UK) and Harper Collings (US). This novel consists of 13 chapters and 163 pages. This novel tells about a girl who just moved in into her new flat with her small family. At first, she has a very ordinary life but then some peculiar things happened to her. She found a small door which led her to another world she never imagines before. There, she met her other mother whose treatment to her was really different from her real mother. Coraline felt happy and wanted to come back there because of the other mother good caring. But then, Coraline was asked by her other mother to stay there and never go back to her real world by exchanging her eyes sewed with buttons in return she will get all she wanted. Then, the horror started. Coraline went to a challenging journey to save her parents and 3 ghosts who was kidnapped by Beldam, the other mother. 

2.2
Method of the Study

The descriptive-qualitative method was used and merely focused on the analysis of textual data. A qualitative data study does not focus on numerals or statistic, but on how deep the researcher’s knowledge is toward the interaction among concept which is being learnt (Miles and Huberman, 1994).  A scientific writing should have a certain kind of methods to analyze the problem that is taken. This study used qualitative method. It included the descriptive research, which the most of the data were collected in the form of words. Usually, it describes the word in narrative form. Qualitative researchers tend to analyze their data inductively. They do not out data or evidence to prove hypotheses they told before entering the study; rather the abstractions are built as particulars that have been gathered are grouped together. In qualitative research, the researcher is the main 

instrument to gather all the required data (Perumal, 2010). The researcher used the qualitative method in order to describe the parenting styles used by Coraline’s two mothers in Coraline novel. By applying the theories, interpreting the data by searching the parenting styles and the last making the conclusion based on data analysis. The data are categorized into how the author conveyed the parenting styles through the Caroline’s two mothers on this novel. 

2.3
Source of Data

There were two kinds of data in this research, they were main data and supporting data. The source of the main data was taken from the novel entitled Coraline written by Neil Gaiman. The data shown in the form of description of utterances, dialogues used among the characters, words, phrases, and also sentences. The supporting data was taken from the other sources in the form of books, articles, dictionaries, and sites which are related to the study. Secondary source was essay of the others review, condensation, criticism and similar writing that are experience indirectly. It was the data source used to support and complete the primary data. The data was taken from any kinds of book that relevant to this research such as books of literature theories also education related to parenting styles consisted in the novel. Data was also collected from certain websites to get more information which related to this study By browsing internet, there was also some information that could not be found in any other sources. 

2.4
Data Collecting Technique

In research methodology, data collection methods are given great emphasis. Data are categorized as primary data and secondary data. Data collection and research method are inextricably interdependent. A researcher who takes into account a methodology for his/her research work must consider the nature of data that will be collected in the resolution of a problem. The data dictate the research method of a particular field. Primary data were collected from primary sources and secondary data gathered from secondary sources. The information was collected through some steps. They were reading, identifying, inventorying, classifying, selecting, and reporting. 

2.5
Data Analysis Technique

Qualitative data is a pool of data obtained from interviews, field notes of observations and analysis of documents. This collected information must be organized and interpreted properly to extract the key findings for the research work. Data analysis begins with a large body of knowledge and information and must deploy inductive reasoning, sorting and categorization and make it precise with key themes. For example in the content analysis method, it might seem very straightforward but it needs to be careful in extracting information that has meaningful characteristics to the research theme. Creswell (1998) came up with data analysis spiral that is applicable to most qualitative methods. There are several steps for this analysis. These steps are data organization, perusing data, identifying general categories, and integrating and summarizing.

3. Findings and discussion
The type of parenting style shown by parents can give a huge impact on children’s behavior and personality development. Parenting style is depending on parents’ characters themselves also on what the parents feels the child needs from them. Somehow, parents might show one type of parenting style only, but it does not close the possibility for them to have a combination or mix between parenting styles. Parents need to understand the strategies of using these disciplines because it gives a major influence on the type of relationship they want to build with their children and it will also influence children’s mood and temperament into adulthood. Therefore, the characterization and the types of parenting styles by Coraline’s two mothers were identified based on the novel. Coraline’s behaviors were also observed due to different treatment she got from those mothers.

3.1
 
Characterization of Coraline’s Real Mother and the Other Mother

Characterization is need to understand about a character in a story, this is a literary device which used step-by-step in literature to highlight and explain the details. In the previous chapter, it has been discussed that characterization can be conveniently separated into five primary categories: physical description, actions, reactions, thoughts, and speech. This section discusses about the characterization of Coraline’s two mothers according to the novel.
3.1.1.
The Real Mother’s Characterization

The main character, Coraline, came up to the story with her parents in their new flat. A new life in a new place must be hard for children; however, Coraline’s real mother was a busy woman, she mostly spent her time to work. Sometimes, Coraline seek for her parents’ attention, but she did not get it at all. Even at their free time together, Coraline’s real mother did not listen to her sayings. However, it did not mean that she did not love her own daughter. Warmth and affection were always given even though in small actions, she cared about Coraline’s basic needs, talked to her with sweet callings and never willing to punish her. She never restricted Coraline’s activities and let her to do everything she wanted as long as she did not make a mess. Thus, Coraline’s mother was known as a character who was ambitious and less attentive but she was also responsible, caring, and supportive.
In the novel, there was not much information about Coraline’s real mother; it showed that Gaiman wanted to tell that there was not much day-to-day interaction between Coraline and her real mother. Coraline’s mother indeed was an ambitious woman for her work. Even though she had a lot of time at home but it was known that she was a distracted woman and got busy with her own work and studies. Gaiman introduced Coraline’s parents as “Both of her parents worked, doing things on computers, which meant that they were home a lot of the time. Each of them had their own study.” (p. 5). 

Ignorance to Coraline were shown several times. Coraline’s mother gave her daughter’s basic needs like food and clothes but no for attention. Forgetting things, that she did. “I suppose I shall have to get you new school clothes. Remind me, dear, or else I’ll forget,” and she went back to typing things on the computer screen.” (p. 15). She was drown in her works most of the time, even when she had time off she did not listen to her daughter. It was very clear when they had time to buy clothes for school, her mother ignored almost everything that Coraline said and wanted. 

However, this also showed that Coraline’s real mother still took her responsibility as a mother. She provided all Coraline’s basic needs so that she never lack of things to life and grow up. Coraline’s real mother played her role as a caring mother too. She never let Coraline missed any time to eat and get back home. She also noticed and worried so much about little things happened to her own daughter. All at once were here, “Dinner in fifteen minutes,” said her mother. “Don’t forget to wash your hands. And just look at those pajama bottoms. What did you do to your poor knee?” (p. 137)

It became Coraline’s habit to explore her surroundings. She was brave enough to go and play outside alone. One of the reasons why she loved to do so was because her parents were supportive of her activities. Coraline’s real mother was never strict her to do her hobbies unless she did not make a mess and remembered to get back home to eat. When Coraline was bored because of the rain outside the house and she had to stay inside, her mother also suggested to do some useful things.

“What should I do?” asked Coraline.

“Read a book,” said her mother. “Watch a video. Play with your toys. Go and pester Miss Spink or Miss Forcible, or the crazy old man upstairs.”

“No,” said Coraline. “I don’t want to do those things, I want to explore.”

“I don’t really mind what you do,” said Coraline’s mother, “as long as you don’t make a mess.” (p. 4)

There was a definite distance between Coraline and her mom; she had a tough time getting through to her. Fortunately, Coraline was wise enough to know that nothing can replace her real mother. When she needed some extra encouragement to get away from the beldam, Coraline heard her real mother's voice “And then a voice that sounded like her mother's – her own mother, her real, wonderful, maddening, infuriating, glorious mother – just said, "Well done, Coraline," and that was enough.” (p. 132). 

Like a lot of mothers and daughters, Coraline and her mom had some trouble understanding each other. But Coraline and her mom loved each other in the truest way, and the other mother can never compete with that. 

3.1.2.
The Other Mother’s Characterization

Gaiman brought this novel a super creepy villain character which then introduced as Coraline’s other mother. She was also known as the beldam which means witch by the 3 children ghosts she had ever eaten before. From the very beginning, it was clear to both Coraline and the readers that there's something strange with this woman, her appearance was kind of scary as she wished to be called a mother. At first, she gave all the things Coraline wanted, such as clothes, delicious food, toys, and so on. However, throughout the story, her motive was revealed, all she did was only a trick to steal Coraline’s soul just like what she did to the previous 3 children. In the whole story, the other mother was portrayed as an frightful, untruthful, controlling, and manipulative character.
The author often pictured the other mother appearance. Most of her mysteries were lies in her appealing. The other mother wanted to have Coraline, and one of the best way she thought was copying all what Coraline loved and exaggerating it in purpose, to keep her in that other world. However, she did not make a good copy, she and her world were so unrealistic and somewhat scary. At first, she tried to make herself as exactly like Coraline’s mother; however, Coraline at glance, already understood there was something wrong about her.

She looked a little like Coraline's mother. Only... 

Only her skin was white as paper. 

Only she was taller and thinner. 

Only her fingers were too long, and they never stopped moving, and her dark red fingernails were curved and sharp. (p. 25-26)

 The true form of her then shown after she got angry to Coraline. “The other mother was huge—her head almost brushed the ceiling—and very pale, the color of a spider’s belly. Her hair writhed and twined about her head, and her teeth were sharp as knives.... ” (p. 88). Coraline saw no resemblance between her and her real mother, at this point she was presented as the opposite of a safe and loving mother figure. One rather got the feeling of her as a villain or a monster. She appeared from the shadows, from a dark place. The book also included an illustration of her to which also complements the descriptions. In the picture she had long skinny fingers and sharp teeth, and she resembled a witch. 

Eye is the first tool for human to see, explore, and know things on our own. Coraline was asked to trade her eyes with buttons so that she can live with the other mother with all the things she wanted. Meanwhile, trading her eyes will lead to lose her real world in the other word, and she will die. However, trading eyes did not only mean in that way. It means that the other mother forced Coraline to see just as like the beldam saw things. 

Nice things were said by the beldam, but most of them were just a trap to her prey. It made her presented as untruthful: ‘You know I love you’, said the other mother flatly” (p. 125), and by her tone it was shown that she did not really mean it. The game she was playing with Coraline was also in fact just entertainment and nothing more and even the cat suggested that “... there’s no guarantee she’ll play fair” (p. 122). When she opened the door and proved that Coraline’s suggestion on her parents location was wrong, therefore she had lost the bet, the beldam had an “expression of delight” on her face (p. 129). The child audience will most likely, based on these actions, find her mean, unsympathetic and scary. 

The other mother was pretty good at creating other worlds or at least copies of worlds. She never made anything truly original: the worlds she created seem to reflect the desires of the people she was manipulating. She made Miss Spink and Miss Forcible young and pretty again. She turned Mr. Bobo's circus into a wild success. But the other world really told more about the beldam than anyone else. Because everything there was her creation, the other world showed us how the other mother thought about things. Basically, she gave everyone the superficial things that they seem to want, but she did not understand anything about love or family or friendship. 

Adding to the mystery of the other mother was that she was pretty much two-faced. One side of her was the kind, a loving and caring mother, such as when she gave Coraline awesome toys and clothes; and unlike Coraline's real mother, she paid attention to Coraline and offered to play games with her. But this was all too good to be true. The other side of the other mother or the truest form of her was downright terrifying and completely manipulative. Most importantly, she tried to trick Coraline into staying with her, and she was pretty convincing, "Whatever would I have done with your old parents? If they left you, Coraline, it must be because they became bored with you, or tired. Now, I will never become bored with you, and I will never abandon you. " (5. 104)

Love can mean a lot of different things. The other mother did not want the mushy kind of a love, she wanted the "it's mine to enjoy" kind of love. She looked at kids, and everyone around her, as objects to control, and this type of love ends up destroying people as Coraline replied to the other mother “You have a very funny way of showing it.” when she said she loved Coraline (p. 125). The other mother wanted to possess the children she took so completely that she actually stole their souls and even fed on them until there’s nothing left. Maybe all she wanted was love, devotion, and the closeness a child had with his or her mother. But if that was what she wanted, she was going about it the wrong way. Manipulation and abuse will never win love. This is a lesson that the other mother learns the hard way. 

3.2

The Parenting Styles of Coraline’s Real Mother and The Other Mother


Parenting is a practice which shares three major goals, namely ensuring children’s health and safety, preparing children as productive adults to continue living, and transmitting cultural values. They way parents do this practice is called as parenting styles. As explained in the previous chapter, parenting style consists of four types: authoritarian, permissive, authoritative, and indulgent (neglectful). In this novel, both the real and the other mothers showed different way of treating Coraline. The real mother was less attentive whereas the other mother tended to spoil in order to manipulate Coraline. The discussion about the two mothers’ parenting style is presented in the next section. 

3.2.1
The Real Mother’s Parenting Styles


Coraline’s real mother was known as an ambitious, less attentive, responsible, caring and supportive woman. She was a hard working woman to support her family, however she sometimes ignored Coraline. Her personalities influence the way she nurtures her daughter, Coraline. Although Coraline was still considered as a liitle kid, her mother treated her like an adult. She expected Coraline to show a mature behavior concerning their new condition. She let Coraline to take care of herself. The real mother high expectation on Coraline can be categorized as authoritative and neglectful parenting style. 
3.2.1.1 
Authoritative Parenting Style

Parents with authoritative parenting style emphasize on appropriate level of warmth and affection and reinforce and praise good behavior. There were some evidences on how the real mother showed this parenting styles. Even though the real mother was not given a lot of parts in the novel, however, it was known that she was a good and caring mother. After Coraline’s nightmare with the beldam, she finally could release her parents. The situation changed back to normal and it seemed only as a dream. Her mother “shook her gently awake” and also said that they “looked all over the house for you” (p. 137). Moreover, she hugged her children as Coraline missed her so much. 

Coraline’s real mother took care of her child by providing her basic needs such as reminding her to eat and wash her hands before dinner. She even noticed Coraline’s condition by “Dinner in fifteen minutes,” said her mother. “Don’t forget to wash your hands. And just look at those pajama bottoms. What did you do to your poor knee?” Moreover, it was noted that Coraline’s real mother always called her children with warm and sweet callings, such as dear and darling, showing how much she loved her daughter.

Other times when Coraline succeed to free her parents from the trap of the beldam. Her brave action then praised by her real mother and it was really calming her down after all the nightmare she faced. “And then a voice that sounded like her mother’s—her own mother, her real, wonderful, maddening, infuriating, glorious mother—just said, “Well done, Coraline,” and that was enough.” (p. 132) Authoritative parents often give positive feedback for every action their children do. They encourage the children to be true and praise the achievement they get. Those affirmations of a good job are not hard to get instead they are easy to get, because parents tend to value every good action. 

3.2.1.2
Neglectful Parenting Style

Neglectful parents present themselves to the children as a resource for them to use as they wish. Parents state themselves not as an ideal for children to emulate, nor as an active agent responsible for shaping or altering children’s ongoing or future behavior. Parents allow the children to regulate their own activities as much as possible and also avoid the exercise of control. Therefore, Coraline’s real mother also could be classifies to have neglectful parenting style as she emphasize on ignorance and low demandingness especially on household. There were some evidence on how the real mother showed this parenting styles. 

When Coraline’s mother was currently busy, she cannot separate her focus on work and her daughter. Since they were just moving to their new flat, things were kind of messed up and works were waiting to be done. Sometimes, she can be ignorant for her children but it’s not intentional. Coraline’s real mother did not really demand for household chores, have low on sensitivity, and do not set limits. She let Coraline to do anything she wants as long as she does not make a mess. Due to the work done at home, Coraline’s mother spend less time with her.

The main reason why Coraline could meet the beldam was a lot of times her mother was less attentive. Ignorant for things that Coraline wanted were clearly shown when they were having time together to buy Coraline new school needs. Coraline wanted this and that, however, her mother did not listen to the things she said. One time, Coraline’s real mother asked her whether she wanted to buy some groceries with her, but Coraline rejected, and her mother reacted calmly. Coraline’s real mother did not ask and force her child to do things; instead she let her do anything she wanted, as below:

“I’d better dash down to the shops and get some fish fingers or something,” said her mother. “Do you want to come?”

“No,” said Coraline. 

“Suit yourself,” said her mother, and left. Then she came back and got her purse and car keys and went out again. (p. 23)

Coraline’s real mother was not bothered for anything Coraline would do. She gave directions and suggestion, but when Coraline did not agree and chose other things, she did not mind but Coraline needed still to behave. Coraline’s real mother did not want to control Coraline’s activity since she was also busy with her work. She let Coraline did whatever she wanted to do and gave trust that she would do good and responsible for her activity. 

3.2.2.
Coraline Other Mother Parenting Styles: Authoritarian
Coraline’s other mother was portrayed as an frightful, controlling, manipulative, and untruthful character. She was an ambitious woman, it was clear through her effort on keeping Coraline in the other world. She did all she could do to own Coraline even it was cruel or evil, she even worked on making the other world to be as exactly as the real world. Her personalities appeared on the way she treated, Coraline. However, she did not love Coraline the way she was, furthermore, she wanted Coraline not as her child but as a thing to keep and control. The beldam could be categorized to have authoritarian parenting style. Parents with authoritarian parenting style emphasizes on shape and control chidren’s behavior, favor punitive, and set standard. Several evidences on how the real mother showed this parenting styles would be discussed here.
The other mother often played a part of a good mother, however beneath the mask, Coraline understood, that the beldam was lying and acting to manipulate her. Therefore, at times Coraline refused all her “fake kindness" because she knew that the other mother did not love her completely but rather only as a belonging or pet to keep so that the other mother has someone to rule. That was when the other mother showed her anger because she was rejected by Coraline and she considered Coraline's attitudes were bad. Even though we know her rejection was one of her way to get out from this nightmare. Rather advised Coraline with nice and warm tone, the other mother directly wanted to punish Coraline by “There we are,” she said. “This is for you, Coraline. For your own good. Because I love you. To teach you manners. Manners makyth man, after all.” (p. 71). The other mother thought that Coraline's attitude was not really nice, and she wanted her to change her behavior. 

One remarkable thing in this book is that the other mother has button eyes. Some says it’s because the buttons are sew-able. Some says that the button eyes are the core of this book with deep meaning. The three ghost children asked Coraline to find their eyes and set their souls free. Which means a child can’t use his or her own eyes to see the world is a child who lost his or her soul. Some parents want their child “to see things in our ways” is like sewing buttons to the children’s eyes. “Why don't you be good” similar lines in Coraline. In the name of love, adults trapped children into their values. Asking Coraline to be with them as “Oh, but we want you to,” said her other mother. “we want you to stay. And it’s just a little thing.” (p. 43) Parents need more communication, more listening and attention to the children’s emotion and thoughts. Guiding instead imposing. 

Shape and control children’s behavior are one of the main characteristics of authoritarian parents. They tends to have some set of standards and force he children to obey their rules. Whenever the children are acting differently from the parent's idealism, punishments are given to them. Parents thought that by giving punishments, children behavior will change just as like the parents' wants. Mostly parents tell children what to do and strict them to stick into it. 

It was when the truest form of the other mother finally showed up. She got really angry and pulled Coraline into a punishment room. She believed by putting Coraline left alone, Coraline will consider her behavior and change her attitude. “It opened like a door, revealing a dark space behind it. “You may come out when you’ve learned some manners,” said the other mother. “And when you’re ready to be a loving daughter.”’ (p. 71) It was a cruel thing to do; abandon a children where

she could not do anything other than pleading to get out from a scary place. Fortunately, Coraline such a brave girl, she did not fall into this oppression. Authoritarian parents believe punishment is the most effective way to change children’s behavior. Parents value obedience as a mistaken attitude and against the will of God. 

“There, my sweet Coraline,” said her other mother. “I came and fetched you out of the cupboard. You needed to be taught a lesson, but we temper our justice with mercy here; we love the sinner and we hate the sin. Now, if you will be a good child who loves her mother, be compliant and fair-spoken, you and I shall understand each other perfectly and we shall love each other perfectly as well. (p. 88)

The other mother thought when she let Coraline out from the punishment room was an act of merciful mother. She did not even think what she had done was really cruel to Coraline, instead she thought it was a lesson that needed to be given to her. Then after that, rather calmed Coraline down from the horror place, she already giving list of things Coraline should do as her standard of a good children. She asked Coraline to be nice and sweet then she will love Coraline back. Notice that the other mother asked Coraline to change first, and then she will follow. Authoritarian parents tend to force things should be done as what they say. They rarely give their children chance to have their own control. A little argument might lead to a scolding because parents think they have the authority to control their children. Every command they give they say it is for the children own good. 

3.3.
The effect of the Two Mothers’ Parenting Style toward Coraline’s Personality

Personality development is outcome of cognitive, emotional, motivational and temperamental attributes. Those factors then will determine child’s view about himself, his world and the future. Their caregivers, commonly the parents, take huge influences on the children’s development.
3.3.1. 
Coraline’s Personality toward Authoritative Parenting Style

Kids raised by authoritative parents are more likely to become independent, self-reliant, academically successful, well-behaved, and socially accepted. Coraline experience on authoritative parenting style by her real mother as described in the previous section. There are some proves that Coraline’s personality were influenced by this parenting style. In this novel, Coraline was shown as a girl who was independent and socially accepted. Also, after all her experience, she had an character growth, that she became mature enough to understand her real parents condition.
Coraline used to spend the time by her own whenever she seek for attention from her parents, sadly, they were always too busy in their work. Drown in hectic projects; somehow, Coraline parents had no time to respond all her needs. They, somehow, knew their limits; therefore, they did not restrain Coraline’s activities at all. Coraline was allowed to do anything but not for making a mess. At times, she asked her parents what to do, and the suggestions were mostly on her to explore the house or outside, and it really did not matter where she went.

Coraline loved to have a journey, “The day after they moved in, Coraline went exporling.” (p. 2) There, Coraline found many things. She found a garden, an old tennis court, a dangerous well, and even animals. “That was how she spent her first two weeks in the house—exploring the garden and the grounds.” (p. 3) Surprisingly, she did all those journeys alone, since she cannot find any friend to play. She was independent enough on doing things on her own.

She was also great at meeting new people, their new neighbors in the flat. She did not seem to have trouble on communicating to others; in fact, she was loved especially by Miss Forcible and Miss Spink. Coraline often visited her neighbor and have a talk with them. It was true since at the very beginning story, Gaiman directly told on how Coraline interacted with her new neighbors even at first she got a bit mad due she was called by the wrong name. However, she can get along with them well. The moral lesson is not very obvious and plays only a small part in the novel. It was true that Coraline learnt that getting everything she wanted was not necessarily good, as this quote illustrates: 

“Frogs, ducks, rhinos, octopuses – whatever you desire. The world will be built new for you every morning. If you stay here, you can have whatever you want. ” Coraline sighed. “You really don’t understand, do you?” she said. “I don’t want whatever I want. Nobody does. Not really. What kind of fun would it be if I just got everything I ever wanted? Just like that, and it didn’t mean anything. What then?” (p. 118)

This conversation between Coraline and the other man upstairs showed a character growth, because Coraline no longer wished to have everything she asks for and at the end of the novel she stopped complaining about her parents’ lack of attention for her, instead realizing that they love her in their own manner. After all, the main reason she realized this was because she knew the other mother wants to kill and eat her. However, any child would start appreciating their parents if that were the alternative. 

As Coraline continued to fight back against the other mother in her true form and the fact that Coraline did not buy into the other mother's manipulations showed how smart and mature Coraline was. She said, "You know that I love you. " And, despite herself, Coraline nodded. It was true: the other mother loved her. But she loved Coraline as a miser loves money, or a dragon loves its gold. In the other mother’s button eyes, Coraline knew that she was a possession, nothing more. A tolerated pet, whose behavior was no longer amusing. (p. 104)

3.3.2. Coraline’s Personality toward Neglectful Pareting Style 

Coraline’s real mother also performed as neglectful parent as she was almost busy all the time with her work. She cannot separate her focus between Coraline and her studies, and in the end Coraline mostly being ignored. Children who are raised with neglectful parenting style often feel to have lower self-esteem. Coraline, though she was brave at exploring, she felt unsure about herself, whether she could save her parents and the three ghosts or not. When facing the beldam, it was often found that she was trying to convince herself; “I will be brave, though Coraline. No. I am brave.” (p. 59) or pretending to be brave such as “You don’t frighten me,” said Coraline, although they did frighten her, very much. “I want my parents back.” (p. 59)

3.3.3. Coraline’s Personality toward Authoritarian Pareting Style 

The other mother played as a creepy villain in this novel. At first, she acted just like a great mother which also was way better than Coraline’s real mother. However, Coraline knew it was unusual, as the other mother often asked something in return. She wanted Coraline to trade her eyes with buttons which means gave up her life, fortunately, Coraline was clever enough to smell this weird thing. Then, after some rejections, the beldam reached her maximum patience, she turned and showed the her true self, and from that moment on, all her origin were revealed.

The beldam with all her treatment towards Coraline was considered to have the authoritarian parenting style. Authoritarian parenting style may result children which are hostile or aggressive. They tend to focus on the anger toward their parent. In addition, children are more likely to be a good liar as an effort to avoid punishment. Coraline, as long as she interacted with her parents, never once did such obedience, however, she showed to be an aggressive and liar as the result of the other mother treatments to her.

The other mother set the game on finding Coraline’s parents and the 3 ghosts eyes in a cruel way, she gave Coraline a hard time by giving obstacles and not playing fair. Knowing that in the end, the beldam won’t let her go, Coraline must thought another way to win. She knew where the beldam hid her parents; however, the key to the door that connects to the real world was eaten by the beldam. So, she needed the beldam to take out the key and opened the door for her to run away. Coraline, then pretended to act as she was sure that her parents were inside the door. With the expression of delight, the beldam opened the door and proved Coraline was wrong.

The plan went well as Coraline thought, she got her parents hidden in a snowball and gathered all the ghosts eyes, and throw the cat to the beldam as it ripped the beldam button eyes off. Then, Coraline ran away and locked the door. Coraline understand that she needed to make great and careful decisions to save herself, her parents, and the ghosts. However, playing the game in the honest way won’t make her safe, this was a cunning Coraline turned to be, she did because of how beldam treated her. She was playing the game unfair and did not care at all; all she needed was Coraline soul. Because of that, Coraline need to protect herself by doing so.

Coraline, as far as the novel flowed, never tried to oppose her real parents, even though she did not get all the attention she wanted. However, Coraline was not getting angry by that, she was only getting bored and wanting to do something. Instead of going out and break what her parents said, she asked for suggestions. It was very different when Coraline faced the beldam. The other mother gave everything she did not get from her real parents, such as toys, nice clothes, and delicious food. However, she did not get the warmth of love just like from her parents, the beldam strictly forced Coraline to do what she asked. 

One time Coraline understood the beldam was only tricking her, she got mad and being the aggressive Coraline in which she was never before. There was one time Coraline told the beldam, “You’re sick.” and “Sick and evil and weird.” (p. 76) Coraline was frustrated to find her parents, she got really angry and then threw all her bad thoughts to the other mother. Kids when raised with authoritarian parenting style get focused on the anger they have to their parents.

4. Conclusion

From the discussion above, it can be drawn three main conclusions: they are the two mothers’ characterization, their parenting styles, and Coraline’s behavior towards these treatments. The real mother and the other mother characterization. Coraline’s real mother was describes as ambitious, less attentive, however, she was also responsible, caring and supportive mother, otherwise, Coraline’s other mother described as an frightful, controlling, manipulative, and abusive character. 

The parenting styles of the real mother and the other mother. Parenting styles were reflecting the traits owned by the mothers. Parenting styles done to Coraline by the 2 mothers were different. Coraline’s real mother tended to have a mix of parenting styles of authoritative and neglectful. Authoritative parenting style showed by Coraline’s real mother includes appropriate level of warmth and affection. However, the real mother also showed ignorance and few demandingness which made her an neglectful parent too. Meanwhile, the beldam had an authoritarian type of parenting. Facing Coraline, she was shaping and controlling her behavior, favoring punitive, and setting high standard. 

Thirdly, parenting style influences on Coraline personality development. Coraline had lived with her real mother for years. She were given freedom to explore by her mother, however she felt never get enough attention due to her busy mother. Then, Coraline were forced to act as adult, especially in their new condition. She was brave enough to explore her surroundings alone and socialize with others. Though her mother did not listen her properly, Coraline never being over sulk or too aggressive towards her mother. Through her life journey alone, she was also great at making decision and evaluating risky safety at her own, especially when she had to face the beldam. 

However, when she was with the other mother, she knew that the beldam did not truly love her. The beldam also acted differently from the real mother, she mostly strict and forced Coraline to do something just like what she wanted. Therefore, Coraline also gave different reaction to these treatments. She became aggressive and lying in order to save herself, her parents, and the three ghosts. She did so because, if Coraline give easily and drown into the other mother manipulation, she will lose her real parents and real world. Fortunately, Coraline was mature enough to understand what true love is. She finally accepted that even though her real mother did not have a lot of time to spend with her, her mother would always still love and take care of her.
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
