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	In social life, people used a language to make a conversation. This activity has a purpose for people to share or expressed their ideas and feelings. Although, in some cases, the listener could not got the utterance meaning. In the linguistic field, there was pragmatics which concerned the study of language meaning. One of the theories in pragmatics was the cooperative principle that deals with the principles of utterance meaning. In the part of cooperative principles, there was flouting maxim that explained how people did not followed those principles in conversation. Sometimes in a conversation, speakers hide the massage of utterance for some reason. This case not only happened in real conversation but also in a movie. By that reason, it was interested to choose Spider-Man: Into Spider-Verse movie to analyze the flouting maxim. This research aimed to find the types of maxims that were flouted in Spider-Man: Into Spider-Verse and to find the reason by the dialogues between Miles and his parents and Miles between Peter. This research was the qualitative method. The data source was using the original movie and the movie script.  From the result of data, it was found four types of flouting maxim, they are: flouting maxim of quantity, flouting maxim of quality, flouting maxim of relevance and flouting maxim of manner. For the reason in flouting the maxim there were four reason such as: ‘representatives’, ‘commissives’, ‘directives’ and ‘expressives’.
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Introduction

A language and human life are two things that cannot be separated. People need a language to create communication as social beings. They need communication to transfer the information to another, in order to them understand about their feelings and ideas. To make the information successfully transfer, they must create an effective communication. The conversation must have both the speaker and the listener who need to cooperate and have a contribution that can be understood so the communication will be successful (Ibrahim et al., 2018:82). It is the key to create an effective communication. 

People sometimes find the misunderstanding to some intention in communication. Understanding the context in communication is very important for both participant. In linguistic field there is one theory which deals with the speaker meaning which called pragmatic.  It is in line with the statement from Yule ( 2010:127) which said, study of what speaker’s meaning is called pragmatic. In pragmatic there is one theory which specifically explain about how people achieve an effective communication by following some requirements. That theory called cooperative principles, which is this theory requires the speakers to be as informative as it is requires, be honest in give information, be relevance to the topic and be as clear as possible. The cooperative principle imposes certain restrictions on participants to adjust their speech in correspondence with the maxims (Affifatusholihah & Setyawan, 2016). In cooperative there are some maxim which explain each requirement in creating an effective communication, such as: (1) Maxim of quantity which required the speakers to be as informative as is required; (2) Maxim of quality which containing about the participant who should be honest in giving information, they should not say something false; (3) Maxim of relevance as stated by Cutting (2008:35) explained that the speakers are assumed to be saying something that is relevant to what has been said before; and (4) Maxim of relevance which required the participants to be clear in giving the response.
In some cases, people do not follow the requirements in cooperative principles by some reasons. There is flouting maxim in cooperative principles which explain about how people fail to follow cooperative principles. The floating maxim means that the speaker blatantly and deliberately fails to fulfill the certain maxim (Grice, 1991:30). In the communication, speaker sometimes deliberately give the implicit meaning in their statement, but they expect that the hearer will understand their intention. When the speaker blatantly fails to observe the maxim, they do not have any intention of deceiving or misleading (Thomas, 2014). Flouting maxim is very usual happen in the conversation. Here the example of flouting maxim:

A: Well, how do I look?

B: your shoes are nice…
(Cutting, 2008:36)

In this example A try to ask B’s opinion of the whole his appearance, but he only comment for his shoes. It does not fulfill the maxim of quantity, because he gives too little information. Although, B has the intention that A can infer the hidden meaning that the good one from his appearance is only from his shoes. This one of the example of conversation that contain of flouting maxim.

The cases of flouting maxim is not only appear in the real communication, but also in the movie. The dialog that happen by some characters opened the possibilities that they will flouting the maxim. To send some hidden message and make the audience guess it, the creator put some flouting maxims in the movie. The flouting of maxim occurs for some certain motivation depends on the situation (Ibrahim et al., 2018: 84). Movie give some visualization of human life, therefore it can be put with some implicit meaning in the movie’s dialogue by adjusting with the context. Hence, analyze flouting maxim in the movie will be interesting. 

Spider-Man: Into Spider Verse movie was interested to analyze because it is the best animation movie in 2019 and it has a lot of flouting maxim utterances. Adapted from the previous series of Spider-Man movies, with the combination of the comic style for the animation, and the new character of Spider-Man it is bringing a new color to this movie. Based on the summary in Imdb.com, this movie is telling about the new Spider-Man after the death of Peter Parker. Miles Morales as the teenager and new Spider-Man, the appearing of two Peter Parker from different universe and another four Spider-Man which each of them come from different universe. It happen because Kingpin is make a collider to open the portal to another universe, in order to make his wife and his son which was die can live again. In this movie Miles and Peter Parker dominated the dialogue in this movie and as the teenager who involved in the family conflict make Miles’s parents take the important role on this movie. 

Based on the description above, it would be interested to conduct an analysis of flouting maxim by used dialogue in Spider-Man: Into Spider-Verse Movie to find the type and the reason of speaker flouting the maxim. To make it more specific, this research would limit the dialogue only between Miles and Peter Parker and Miles between his parents. It was chosen because those characters mostly dominated and had important role in this movie.

Method

This research used qualitative method in analyze the the movie. Qualitative research is a form of social inquiry focusing on the interpretation of experience and the world by people Holloway (via Wahyuni, 2012: 2). The descriptive-qualitative method was used to conduct this research. Vanderstoep and Johnson (2009:7) explained that qualitative research produces narrative or textual descriptions of the phenomena under studies. The focus of this research was in given in-depth explanation related to the information that appears which discussing flouting maxim through descriptive-qualitative method. 

This research was the pragmatic analysis in Spider-Man: Into Spider-Verse movie. As stated in the introduction before, this research used Spider-Man: Into Spider-Verse movie as the data and helped by the movie script in founded the data. For the utterance, it was use the flouting maxims utterance which done by Miles between Peter Parker and Miles between his parents. 

In described the data, it was through some procedures to collect the data. Those procedures were downloaded the movie and script, then watched to understand the story and situation while matched it with the script, and collected the data. After the data found, the next step was analyzed the data by doing some steps, such as: (1).  Identified the raw data and categorize it into the research question needs; (2). Analyzed the data to match it with the needs of this research; (3). Checked the data accuracy by match it with the theory; and (4). Made the conclusion based on the data finding. Those steps to give the depth explanation of  the data and in the end to made conclusion of this research.

There are four previous studies that used in this research. The first is research from Lut Husaini Widi Hidayati (2015) from State University of Yogyakarta (UNY) with her research entitled A Pragmatic Analysis of Maxim Flouting Done by The Main Characters in The Devil Wears Prada, the second Siti Nur Khasanah Fatmawati (2015) from State University of Yogyakarta (UNY) with her research A Pragmatic Analysis of Maxim Flouting Performed by Solomon Northup in 12 Years A Slave Movie, the third Sekrayu Nuringtyas (2018) from Muhammadiyah University of Surakarta (UMS) with her research Flouting Maxim Analysis on Dialogue of Characters in Pitch Perfect Movie and the last Dewi Imrotus Sholikhah (2018) with her research Flouting of Grice’s Maxim in Jane Eyre Novel by Charlotte Bronte. Compared with the four previous researchers, the differences are on the object and the research objectives. Another difference is on the theory that it used to analyze the reasons for flouting maxim. This research is to use Cutting’s theory of illocutionary to analyze the reason for speakers flouts the maxim
Findings and Discussion
After collected the data for this research, there were 15 data of flouting maxims utterance found in this movie. The data result of this research was focus on the used of flouting maxim that appear in Spider-Man: Into Spider-Verse movie which done by Miles between his parents and Miles between Peter Parker. They were flout the maxim of quantity, maxim of quality, maxim of relevance and maxim of manner. For the reason they used representatives, commissives, directives, and expressives reasons in flouted those maxims.  In analyzed those data, for the types of flouting maxim it was used theory from Cutting and Thomas, while for the reason of flouting maxims  used theory from Cutting. Those data would present at this table bellow.

Table 1. showed the percentage of the use of flouting maxim in this movie.  They were mostly used flouting maxim of relevance in 6 times (40%), then the second continued by flouting maxim of quality which used in 4 times (25.7%), the third flouting maxim of manner which used in 3 times (20%) and the lowest flouting maxim of quantity which only appeared in twice (13.3%). That table also showed that ‘commissive’and ‘directives’ reason had same sequence which used in  5 times (33.3%) for both of them, the next sequence which mostly appeared ‘representatives’ reason which used in four times (26.7%) and the lowest used ‘expressives’ reason which only appeared once (6.7%). The detail explanation of the data were given bellow.

It covers the findings and discussions of the study in which there is no separation within. It is expected that in the discussion, the author investigates his/her findings and refers back to the theoretical or empirical study which is written systematically, critically, and informatively. Table and figure are only used to

This situation happened when Peter Parker from another universe come to Aunt May’s house with Miles and Gwen. They were came to there to repair the goober that was broke. Aunt May was surprised when she found Peter there because he know that Peter was die. Then Miles ask her did Peter have a place to make another goober and Aunt May told him to follow her. They follow Aunt May to the back yard, and there was a door when Aunt May opened it there was a Spider graphic begins to glow, it was an elevator to enter the room. They were amazed when see all of the stuffs at that lab. After seeing that, Miles curious and ask Peter did he had a similar lab there. Peter gave a response that answers Miles questions, but his response was to bring too much information than Miles needed from his question. This type of question was used “yes” or “no” questions, it should be he also use that form to in response it, but in this case he did not use it.  He flouts the maxim of quantity in giving the response to Miles question. 

The Reason of Flouting Maxim

In this situation, Peter gives a response to Miles by flouting the maxim of quality. When Miles asked about the similarities of his lab with the Calatrava lab, Peter tried to describe his lab had some differences and also he described his feeling. Actually, he wants to tell that his lab not as good as that lab, but he did not want to tell it directly by describing it one by one. It can be caused by his shame feeling if others realize his lab was worse than this. It can be caused by his shame feeling if others realize his lab was worse than this. If he gave a longer response it maybe makes the listener did not really recognized what he meant, because before he gave a longer statement he said that his mine was like that. Hence, he used ‘representatives’ reason in flouted the maxim of quantity because he tried to describe about his lab to the Miles.

Flouting Maxim of Quality
JEFFERSON: Miles! Miles! Miles!

Analysis:

The situation of this moment was in the morning when Miles should go to school. The beginning shows that Miles was making a graffiti in his bedroom and suddenly his dad ask him with a little shout because he was in the family room, he wants to know that he was ready or not to go to the school. Then Miles give a response, but he flouted the maxim of quality. This happened because he was too busy making graffiti so he forgot to get ready for school. To hide the truth, he told his dad that he still ironing his shirt but he did not do it, to avoid his dad mad at him.

The Reason of Flouting Maxim

The reason for this utterance can categorize as the ‘commissives’ reason. In this situation, Miles try to hide the truth because he wants to refuse to blame by his dad about what he has done. If he did not have the intention to refuse, it would opened the possibilities that his dad would mad at him because at that time he should prepared to go to the school and not made a graffiti. This could be the fear of being blamed then Miles tried to refuse to be blamed by gave an answer that was not suitable with the facts.

At this moment Miles with his dad still compete for argument about Miles’s school. Miles tried to explain that he did not wont to study in that school, but his dad pushes him to stay at that school. His dad tried to motivate him and gave Miles’s uncle as a bad example. In this movie, the audience could seen that Jefferson and Miles’s uncle was not had a good relationship as a sibling. After heard his dad use uncle Aron as a bad example, Miles asked the reason what was wrong with his uncle, but his dad did not gave a relevant response with a question. it could be caused by his disappointed feel to his brother and he did not want to talk about it further, that was why he gave a short irrelevant answer with the angry expression. Hence, in this case, Jefferson flouted the maxim of relevance by given not a related response to the question.

The Reason of Flouting Maxim

From this conversation, his dad tried to express what he felt. He tried to give Miles’s uncle as a bad example, it is because he deplored with his brother choice. In this scene, it showed about Miles and his dad which compete for argument about Miles’s choice. Here Jefferson expressed his feeling by his expression and his statement which he said that “we all make choices in life”, from that statement he tried to deliver a message about the choice of life was on our hands and from this massage it could be related that he tried to share his deplore felling of his brother. Hence, this response used ‘expressive’ reason because he tried to inform what he felt.

3.4  Flouting Maxim of Manner

MILES
: Can I sleep here tonight?

JEFFERSON: Miles, it’s a weeknight. You made a commitment to that school.

RIO

: Jeff, he’s upset.

Analysis:

Since he saw Spider-Man died in the hands of Kingpin and be pursued by Prowler because Kingpin was aware of the Miles presence in the collider room. After his struggle to escape Prowler’s pursuit, finally, he saved and arrived at his home, he entered the home through the window of his bedroom. Then his father realized there was someone entered the room and when he opened the door he saw Miles there. Suddenly, Miles hug his dad and asked for permission to sleep there for that night but his dad gave an ambiguous response which did not directly gave the meaning of his intention. Jefferson which was Miles’s dad was actually discussed school commitment which was he only need to say “yes” or “no” answer without convolution by telling about commitments because Miles only need to know he allows him or not. Here, his dad flouted the maxim of manner.

The Reason of Flouting Maxim

As it was known, Miles’s dad was very strict and push him for his school. When Miles asked for permission to sleep at home his dad gave a response which flouted the maxim of the manner by told about school commitment, which is it was like a reminder to Miles. In his statement, he tried to give a sign that he forbidden Miles to sleep there because he had to obey his commitment to his school and also that night was weeknight which means he had to at school. By used ‘directives’ reason he tried to make the hearer did something by understanding his statement.

Conclusion

From this movie,  all of kinds of flouting maxim in the dialogues was found. There were 15 accurate data found after identified, analyzed, and checked. They were flouting the maxim quantity twice, quality four times, relevance six times and manner three times, which means they mostly flouted the maxim of relevance. From those data, could be conclude that the speaker flouted the maxim of relevance by some reason such as: (1) they want to change the topic conversation, (2) they want to avoid to talk about some topic and (3) they used it to give unnecessary information. 

In analyzed the reasons this research used theory illocutionary from Cutting (2008:14) there were five types of illocutionary such as declarations, representatives, commissives, directives and expressives. Although, in this research there were only four types of reasons that found from the movie. They were ‘representatives’, ‘commissives’, ‘directives’ and ‘expressives’. The characters often used ‘directives’ and ‘commissives’ reason in flout the maxims. They often used ‘directives’ and ‘commissives’ reason to strength their intention or to give a suggestion to what the hearer should did. Mostly they flout the maxim to make the hearer do something and for the future action.

Those cases above also could be seen in the teaching and learning process, between teacher and student. Sometimes, when they made interaction in classroom, they flout the maxims. It was caused by some reason such as the limitation of vocabulary, giving information, criticizing students’ behavior, criticizing student’s response, and praising. The example of possible dialogue related with teaching and learning process can be seen bellow:

David
: Sir, can we end up this class earlier? Because I want to watch and give support to my friend in basketball competition.

Teacher
: Continue to the next part of our topic today, we need to finish this topic before final exam.
From that example, teacher could know that they could use flouting maxims in refusing student wishes by added another information in the utterance. That dialogue gave information that the teacher refused to end up the class earlier because they need prepare for final exam by finishing all of the topic materials. In this case they were deliberately give implicit meaning on their utterance in hope the hearer understands the intention from the speaker. Hence, both teacher and student should have pragmatic competence in order to know the implicit meaning of every utterances and to avoid misunderstanding. From that analysis could be concluded that this theory was can be implemented in teaching and learning process.
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
